WE ARE FINE, WE ARE NIFTY; WE’RE THE CLASS OF 1960

The opening of a new school — South and the opening of a
new decade — the '60s. Alan Takaki was the first student body
president and Sandra Leri served as the first Head Girl. Senior class
president was Richard Busia. Because no alumni were available for
a‘“homecoming,” Carrlyn Ward was football queen instead. Marilyn
Smith was head cheerleader. Ronald Nolan designed the school flag
that is still displayed today.

Pepperettes were formed as well as the pep club called
Coltspurs. Drama dept. put on “Importance of Being Earnest” and
“Reserve Two for Murder.” Dramatists later took first in districts
with a scene from “Ghosts.” The follies variety show was entitled
“Memories of ’59."

South won the all-city football trophy the first year and sent
the boys to state in basketball. Ken Hines was 180 Ib. wrestling state
champ and the doubles team of Karl Lund and Bill Riddle qualified
for state in tennis. Warren Pickerel placed third at state and Bruce
Bryan, fourth in gymnastics — they even had to buy their own
uniforms. '

The end of the year saw the Remuda royalty chosen by John
Witcomb, a writer and illustrator. Prom theme was Bali Hi in an
event leading to graduation with Clifford Laurence as valedictorian.

Charles “Buzz” Moore was voted into the office of senior
class president with Charlotte Laurence as Head Girl and Pam
Phillipus as assistant Head Girl.

A magazine sales drive helped raise over $1,000 to sponsor the
first exchange student.

Valedictorian was Barbara Herwig and the Homecoming
Queen was Susan Hurd. The prom theme was “Ebb Tide.”

The basketball team went to state for the third time. The team
became ill during the state tournament. —Ryan Waring ('90)

'"70

The school year that was — 1969-1970. Nixon was presi-
dent, the war in Vietnam was still going strong, man set foot on the
moon, everone was still recovering from Woodstock, and Pueblo
South High was ten years old.

Nationally, other than the war, pollution became worse,
Senator Edward Kennedy’s car plunged into a pond at Chap-
paquiddick Island with Mary Jo Kopeckne inside, and the Beatles
broke up after selling their 330,000,000th album. (“We’ll be lucky
if we last three months.” John Lennon)

Locally, the Sangre de Cristo Art and Conference center
began construction. Costing $1.5 million dollars (1970 dollars!)
to build, the center offers classes in art, dancing, and drama to stu-
dents.

The $810,000 South received from the $15.9 million
bond issue passed in '69 allowed expansion of the school to
include a ninth grade as well as the addition of a swimming pool.
(Which led, inevitably to the addtion of the swimming graduation
requirement.)

Side burns were quite popular during the year and movie
ratings reared their heads (again).

On a more “in school” note, counselor Bob Imes was
appointed to the White House Conference on Children and Youth
and the school newspaper, the ROUND-UP, became the school
newsmagazine.

Gaining state and national recognition were one woman
and a ring. Angela Miller, a foreign exchange student from
Germany, won a position in the All State Honor Orchestra while
the South High class ring received recognition from Jostens-
Autrey representatives who used the rings as samples nationwide.

Athletically, SHS took city or district championships in
tennis, boys’ basketball, wrestling and swimming; however, not
one South High athelete became a state champion in the ’69-°70
school year.

The 1969-°70 school year marked the year when Principal
David A. Wilkerson left South to complete his doctorate.

Today the girls still tryout in the spring, and are judged for basically the same attributes as they
were in the past. Mr. Alfred Valliant, the present sponsor, of the cheerleaders stated, “The cheerlead-
ers have always done well. They have constantly won at state competitions and are well known because
they always do a good job.”

Pepperettes

The Pepperettes were formed in 1961. They were first sponsored by Mrs. Charlotte Gallegos
(Slaughter) and Ms. Phyllis Thompson.

Their purpose was to be a performing spirit group. They were to entertain crowds with half-time
shows at football and basketball games. And in the early days they performed to live band music.

The sponsor of the Pepperettes from 1965 to 1985 was Mrs. Betty Gjerde. Mrs. Gjerde noted,
“The poms and band worked together. They would play the kind of music we liked, and we would
perform to it.

Schwarze

“Quality is job 1” may be a slogan for an auto manufacturer today, but it was a way of life for all
those entering “Doc” Schwarze’s graphic arts classes from 1962 to 1983.

He expected quality from every student every time. "If the kids made a mistake, they would do the
jobover. They'd say 'who is going to read it anyhow.'I'd say that I knew the difference and so did they.
That's all that counted. Then they'd be happy because it looked good," he stated.

Almost every former student remembers the SLAP of the yardstick on a desk, table, whatever was
handy when Schwarze wanted to make a point. Butall of his students were party to the most important
of his philosophies: in some way make every student feel important every day.

A favorite project of his was a yearly series of lessons he taught to Ray Miller’s American history
classes.

“It started out with two, then three, then four days. Miller would bring students up to World War
II from the American point of view. Many students remember the Japanese garb he dressed them in or
the seaweed crackers and octopus he served as part of the lesson.

Perhaps that is why he considers that all of the years were golden years." I am one of the lucky guys
that found a profession that I could enjoy and work with for years," he concluded. —David Robb

Ray Miller Charter Facult

Mr. Raymond Miller began teaching at South High Schoolin 1959 andretiredin 1981. Mr. Miller
recalled many memories of South, most he states, are good.

Mr. Miller was the social studies department chairman and also was asked by Principal Wilkerson
to start a student council at South. Mr. Miller recalled, “You can bet that when those students found out
they were going to have to go to South they were not happy.

"Our job was to get them excited about going to South. The student council elections were held at
Central and the elections got many of the students excited about going to South.” Pep Club also had a
lot to do with getting kids involved at South because there were about 300 girls in pep club.

The original plans for the school included a planetarium but they were afraid it would “look
like a gear shift knob” and it was never built. He said that at this time there was no outside metal gym,
no pool and no media center.

According to Mr. Miller the bullpen earned its name because “Mr. Wilkerson gotlocked outthere
one time. We were leaving and were halfway down the hall when we heard him out there. When he got
out he said, ‘I never want to be locked in that bullpen again!’ and that’s how it got its name."

Rules, regulations, and maps were handed out the first day of school. Mr. Miller stated proudly,
“In the beginning we didn’t even have to put down a dress code on the rules and regulations. We simply
put that South High students should dress as though they are proud of South. For a lot of years we never
had any problems.” — Robyn Juba ('91)

with Warren Carere,
South High’s third Principal

R: What was the transition like, coming to South?

C: The biggest one was attitude. I had to change from wearing
the black hat when I came to South. Ino longer had to carry the big
stick of the disciplinarian, but it was easy to give that up - being
stern and firm. When I first came to South, Ray Brunjak told me,
“I know you are a graduate of Central and loved it, but you’ll learn
to love South, That’s one of the first remarks he made to me. It
wasn’t long after that before I told him “You’re right, I do love it
here.’

Ray and I have been friends since we were seven years old, and it was nice to have Ray be a
disciplinarian for me. He and Bill Hrutky. Bill had been my AP at Central during the year I was principal.
When I moved back to AP, Bill moved to South and I followed him a year later. It made it much easier
having those two here with me.

I’ll never forget my first faculty meeting. I had been thinking about black and white and then I'said,
‘Welcome back to Central.’

R: What were the greatest challenges while you were at South?

C: One was simply the building. We were overcrowded with 2,300 students. We were maxed out
— using the portables; we’d gone to a seven-period day just to get all the kids here We had lots of
traveling teachers and four lunches. We had two assemblies. It was very overcrowded.

I screamed and yelled enough. Isaw the cafeteria and the commons enlarged. I tried very hard
to get the boys’ and girls’ physical education facilities expanded. That was never achieved. Remember,
when I came to South we didn’t have any girls sports. Soon after we introduced them and the district
went from to 12 to 16 to 19 sports now.

I was also extremely challenged to attack the drug and alcohol problem that was becoming
cancerous. Ilearned that we had alcoholic freshmen and students addicted to LSD. Realizing that 5 days
suspension wasn’t enough, I introduced a committee of parents and we met once a week in Room 38 the
entire year of 77-78. We compiled data from schools across the state.

I wrote one letter and we had 300 parents show up in the gym. I was so overwhelmed, so awed
to see that much parent support. I am proud to boast that the parents at South High School introduced
to Dist. # 60 the drug and alcohol policy that is still in place today, even though it has been revised.

R: Wasn’t this about the time a lot of RIFs took place?
C: That was very difficult., one of the most difficult things I have ever had to do — selecting a
person’s strengths, considering program, coaching, all very difficult to appraise. I had to RIF seven

or nine at semester. I had to call them in — we wept together. No matter who you picked, it was a
heartache.
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R: How much time does a principal have to devote to being a curricular leader?

C: T have found that in 17 years that was the most difficult to do. I think that my first first charge
as a principal is to be a manager, to get a team in place to control the school. You must have discipline
or you will not have a learning environment and learning will not take place. If there is no support for
teachers in the main office, the kids will soon find out. Learning can’t take place if if the teachers don’t
know that they will have support when they send a kid to the office.

Ithink after nine years, when Ileft South it was a prestigious school where learning did take place
and kids were not threatened or intimidated.

R: What is your most striking memory of being at South?

C: That’s easy, butit’s probably not what you think. It was at the senior awards assembly in 1982.
After being backstage watching the program, Student Body President Chris Yates called me out to the
podium and told me that they had named the commons area after me. I was so shocked and stunned.

LaterIfound outthat they hadn’t gone through any channels, they just arbitrarily decided to name
it after me — no one at the ad building knew. A while later I went to a meeting with Dr. Schoo and Joe
McCloskey to form a policy on naming facilities after staff. Chris Yatesreally started that policy without
even knowing it. 'That’s a very fond memory, very meaningful to me. Every time I walk into South
I look up at that sign. Later I was instrumental in naming Ed Lesar Hall at Central.

R: How do you envision the high school of the future?

C: Gradually I have seen education change to the point where the school is raising the kids more
and more. Kids are coming to school with low self-esteem, no motivation, and most importantly, no love.
They’re coming with confused minds because of a promiscuous society that has an adult generation
withoutrole models, they’re seeing hypocrisy, being influenced by TV and their peers. They’re notreally
finding and identifying a stable path, not all students but a good portion.

Therefore new programs have had to be introduced. We have the charge to educate all from the
severely handicapped, from all home environment. We have placed a heavier burden on the teacher who
must also be accountable. Teachers face problems that they haven’t been trained or conditioned even
to identify, let alone deal with. Society looks upon us to do it all but doesn’t want to help us financially.
We’re expected to to a champagne par excellence job but on a beer budget.

R: Aren’t you the first board member to have served at all levels of education?

C: People sometimes tell me that. They say that they can’trecall anyone else who has had this kind
of experience. It has helped me a lot, especially because of all the jargon in education.

R: Are you still optimistic?
C: Thave found thatitis a no-win situation, but that was true as a principal,too. Now I do it for free.

I still am challenged, and I still have some things I want to see achieved.

Having taught in elementary schools as well as in middle
school and high school, having served as both assistant principal
and principal, and having been in district administration, Dr.
LeeRoy Martinez sees his goals and challenges clearly from
several perspectives.

The differences between middle school and high school
students are vast. “Middle school students are neither fish nor fowl
— neither child nor man, neither girl nor woman. It’s difficult to
understand them. You have to be very patient and sensitive. Tome
they are a bag full of hormones ready to bust out.”

High school students, he says, are developing into young men and women. ‘“You see definite
growth from the freshman year to the senior year. You see a whole lot of maturity.” The high school
concentrates on providing a variety of opportunities, both academic and athletic.

“I enjoyed the events and the academic excellence at South,” he noted. “Those were the years of
the 1984 baseball championship. We had a state championship rifle team; the swim team began to take
off — to improve. The state tournaments were rewards for hard work athletically.”

Martinez reflects that academically, “Excellence is the password” at South. “While I was there
not another school in the city increased their NCE’s by two points as South did.

Partnership is the key to future education at all levels according to Martinez. In fact he calls his
current plan the “Risley Partnership,” but he notes that his proposals apply to high schools of the future
as well.

“A pet idea of mine is to see Risley become a lab school for U.S.C. Our students would have the
student teachers, innovations, resources of that university available to us.”

As part of the community partnership he advocates that a branch of the public library be a part of
the new Risley building. “Anyone in the community can come in check out a book and walk right out.”

Starting in March “another part of the partnership is to provide office space to SER (Service
Employment and Redevelopment) who will provide career education and placement. “A person can
walk in off the street and find out what jobs are available. If that person needs career counseling, he or
she can take an aptitude test on the spot and be channeled into that opportunity. We’ll use that same lab
for career counseling for our kids.”

Pueblo Community College will provide access to a vocational training center for parents. Is
is built into the design of the new school. “Since unemployment is twice as high on the east side, why
not provide that kind of training where it is needed most.” (continued on page 25)
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Negotiations are underway with IBM to provide 16 computers and software so that people who
have minimal skills can be channeled into that lab to use the Plato program. “We want to open the
building until 8:30 p.m. for parents to come and work with their kids on their homework, kids can help
the parents . ..”

Another community organization, Girl Scouts, has been approached about coming into the
building to provide a series of nine guidance units to female students. “I am on the board of directors
of Girl Scouts so I asked them. We want to bring in as many community resources as we can. We have
a three-year agreement with Girl Scouts. We’ll be asking the Boy scouts for their help too.”

Yet another component of the partnership plan is a scholarship fund that will allow students who
are talented in a given area to attend U.S.C. He also sees a fund available to purchase an art kit, for
instance, for a student who shows real ability and wants to pursue art. That money would also be available
for the faculty and community members as well.

The future of education in Martinez’s mind will see the teacher’s role change from one of
dispensing information to one of guiding students into critical thinking and focusing on human services.

Use of technology will also change. Concerning computers, “I consider a good lab to be one that
has a computer/VCR/TV with headphones in every classroom, not taking students to one isolated
computer lab.”

He also envisions a cable and fiber optic network with U.N.C. for its Tie-In Network and with
elementary schools. He forsees a radio and TV station at his school. “Such a network would also allow
us to hook up with another country — the technology is here today. We could link up with, say, Japan.
Each would be able to see the picture of the other and we could teach each other about our culture.”

Martinez concluded, “Someone once asked me if I had a dream I would like to see come true
during the next four years. I think It would be to try to provide as much opportunity as possible.”

.. . words from the school song and from the Alma Mater, both written by Miss Martha Gorder,
known as the First Lady of South High, upon coming to South in 1959.

Approached to become a girls’ counselor at South when it opened, she decided that it might be
the break she needed from her job as physical education teacher.

She spent her summers in Yellowstone National Park, where she was in charge of hiring high
school and college students to work during the summer. Many Puebloans have fond memories of their
summers in Yellowstone with Miss Gorder.

She brought to South the idea of Girls’ Cabinet. It was different from the one at Central as it was
more geared to service tio the school. Cabinet conducted clothing drives, put on the follies and supported
athletics each season.

In 1971 Martha Gorder retired from teaching, but never from South. She spent much of her
retirement traveling and enjoying her many friends. This lady with the twinkling eyes and never-ending
enthusiasm never married and had a family, but she had a large family with the students and faculty of
South High. Miss Gorder died April 28, 1985. — Liz Marco (’91)

Back before (Michael Keaton’s) Batman, Ghostbusters or VCR’s, Back before Reagan, Carter or
Ford, Back before rap, synthesizers and MTYV, In the time of Woodstock on the eve of the Beatles break-
up, when men walked on the moon and boys crawled through Vietnam swamps——I attended and
represented South High School.

1969-70 was a landmark year of firsts and lasts. David Wilkerson, presided over his last year as
the only principal the Colts had ever had. It was the last year of class scheduling experiments—Super
Six, Modified Seven—no one was quite sure when a class would begin. Homeroom lost all meaning.

It was the last year of Homecoming floats and design-it-yourself proms. We turned the gym into

New Orleans for the prom and bankrupted the class of *71. Dress codes that required dresses also met
their demise.

We founded Key Club with five juniors and five seniors. Thanks to super-sponsor Al Valliant, it
became the class of ‘71’s lasting gift to the school. Original members painted lines on the parking lot
for the first time, held a canned food drive, and raised money for a set of silverware the home economic
department needed. Money raising projects were allowed for the first time (over the objections of
administrators who believed the halls would soon be littered with discarded suckers and pickles).

Key Club members only dreamed of cannons, trees and murals in 1970, but that is where the ideas
were born. In fact, the changes in the making created a demand for a brand new constitution for the
student body. It was rewritten in the spring of 1970.

A new style of journalism began in 1970 when the small staff of five (Laurie Blair, Tom Simmons,
Jerry Brown, Susie Ruff, and myself) discarded traditional high school newspaper formats for a
magazine style that South continues to use. Articles and columns droning on for the billionth time about
cafeteria food and hall passes gave way to coverage of ecology, career choice and student culture. Dave
Robb and Doc Schwarze attempted to direct the mad house.

I remember my co-editor for the Round-Up put a sign up in the staff room with the phone number
for suicide prevention. As crazy a things were, we were sure someone would need it. I taped the money
for the phone call toit. Amazingly, when we retired the sign in May 1971, the money was still attached.

In sports, 1970 marked the first wave of dominating basketball teams Coach Chuck DePietro would
guide. Iremember (as statistician/manager) standing in the gym at County High after the first game of
the season. The only ones dancing at County’s “pep dance” were two members of South’s basketball
team. The song was “Revolution” by the Beatles. The dancers were Terry (Feet) Brace and Bob Moore.

The whole school joined them and danced all the way to Denver and a third place finish.
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Music for all this dancing was provided by the South High Band. The band members all belonged
in the intensive care unit at the State Hospital, but they were as good as the ball players on the court.
Bruce Barrett, Ted Harvey, Rick Hatfield, Susan Avery, Duane Hill—so many, too many to name.

The 1969-70 school year ended with a tight political campaign for student body president. With
close to 1,200 students voting the final count differed by only thirteen votes. When the summer began
everyone was worn out.

1970-71 began as the last had ended. The exciting changes of the previous year gave way to the
more mundane tasks of consolidating them. With no successful major sports there were no distractions.
With a new interim principal and a new student council sponsor the year seemed without guidance. At
the time it seemed an exercise in cynicism and bitterness.

In retrospect, 1971 was also a memorable year. Key Club increased its areas of service. The
drama department put on “Music Man.” Lisa Miera, a Student Council member, arranged for “stock”
certificates to be sold to support a foreign exchange student program. Soon we all owned a piece of Akio
Katsuragi, the Japanese student who spent the year with us.

In the spirit of competition, several students planted signs on the lawns of the Central High
athletes. Though innocent enough, one mother took offense and soon South High students were
declared “rude, crude and vulgar.” We had to apologize, but pettiness was their way, audacity was ours.

I guess, as student body president, I should remember and remind everyone of the counselor
Martha Gorder who helped create the school song. We obtained the copyright for our school song in
1971 and I’m supposed to be sure that we renew it in 1999.

I still keep track of many friends, closer friends than I have had before or after South. They are
computer programmers, tax accountants, business executives, etc. They are scattered from Washington
to Arizona, Kansas and Texas. I married a South High graduate and I treasure the memories and lessons
that my years in Pueblo gave me. Thanks for the opportunity to say so.

In stride with cartoonist Al Capp’s cartoon strip Li’l Abner, Sadie Hawkins Day and dance were
born at South High School.

Every year, around spring time, the comic strip presented a contest in which the girls in Dogpatch,
U.S.A. would try and catch the guy of their choice and drag him across the finish line. In turn the guy
would have to marry the girl.

The Sadie Hawkins became a tradition the first year that the school was open. The admission the
girls had to pay to take “their catch” to the dance was dependent on the height of the boy. Usually the
taller the boy the less money the girls would have to pay.

A number of teachers dressed in black frock coats and performed mock weddings. Pictures were
taken of the “married” couples by the ROUND-UP staff. Also, fines were assessed for such infractions
as holding hands, not holding hands, dancing, not dancing, and sitting next to each other. The fines
ranged from 5 cents to 30 cents.

The day of the dance, students would come to school wearing old time country clothes such as cut
off shorts, gunny sack blouses, long underwear, coverall bibs, and boots in keeping with Dogpatch attire.

Today, the name of the Sadie Hawkins dance has been changed to WAM (Women Ask Men). The
only tradition that still remains is the girls ask the guys and pay for the date. —Ryan Waring ("90)

Graduation

Instead of simply seating graduates alphabetically, South presented its graduates in two formations.
On one side of the dais the alternating white and black gowns of graduating seniors formed the figures
of the graduating year. On the other side, the same technique was used to display the Colt emblem. The
design was created by Mr. Bob Imes, counselor. The tradition was recently discontinued because the
smaller graduating classes did not provide enough students to fill out the designs. —Ryan Waring ('90)

Homecoming Halftime

In keeping with “extra” effort, South provided fans with a traditional halftime performance for
many years. By including the band, cheerleaders, Pepperettes and a large contingent of Coltspurs, South
displayed a a horseshoe formation with the familiar bar in which Homecoming royalty was honored.
